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Easy Crochet Christmas Bell Ornament Pattern
Free Pattern Written by Jayda InStitches 2017 - Happy Crafting!

Materials
Yarn: acrylic worsted weight (size 4) in any colour, lessthan 5 g
Hook: 4.25mm /(G /6) /UK7

Scissors, Yarn Needle, Stitch Markers,

Stitch Legend

r - row

st(s) - stitch(es)
ch(s) - chain(s)

sl st - slip stitch
sc - single crochet

Special Stitches

Cinch Circle: - cross yarn to make a loop, pass hook through loop from front to back, hook yarn and bring it back
through loop to pull up a loop on your hook, chain 1. This will make, and secure, the circle. Work all successive
stitches into circle over top of the shorter tail. When finished the first row of stitches, pull the shorter tail to cinch
the circle shut.

Notes
The number of stitches you should have at the end of each row will appear in parentheses
If your ribbon ends want to fray, quickly run them through a flame and it will melt the edges!

Pattern

R1: make a cinch circle, 8 sc into circle, cinch shut (8). Place stitch marker on first or last stitch of Row 1
and leave it there for reference

R2: *2 sc into the next st, sc into the next st*. Repeat from * to * around (12)

R3 - R5: scin each st around (12). At the end of R5, even up stitches to align with the stitch marker (this
does not change your stitch count).

R6: 2 scin each st around (24). Scinto the first sc, sl st into the next st and fasten off. Weave in ends.

Take length of Ribbon and pull one end through the top centre of Bell with yarn needle or crochet hook.
String Jingle Bell onto Ribbon and pull to centre. Bring end of Ribbon back up through top of Bell, knot
ends together. Make a knot in Ribbon hanger approximately 3 cm (1 inch) away from Bell (this will keep
the jingle bell in place).

Makes a great gift tag, gift topper and Christmas Tree ornament!
